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ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES

The relevant 2009/10 performance indicators for Waste Services are as follows:

· Up to the end of February 2010, the % of household waste recycled and reused (NI192) stood at 47.96% (for 2008/09 that figure was 49.2% for the same period).

· Up to the end of February 2010 the amount of residual waste per household (NI191, i.e. household waste not recycled or reused) was 396.30kg (for 2008/09 that figure stood at 407.64).

In summary, the amount of waste recycled and reused is slightly lower in 2009/10 when compared with 2008/09 (the explanation for this lies in contractual changes to the operation of the Bousteads Grassing Household Waste Recycling Centre) whilst the amount of residual waste not recycled or reused has decreased slightly.

SPORT AND RECREATION SECTION
Community Engagement

Number of recipients who were provided with grant aid in the past financial year from the following awards through the Sport & Recreation Section.
Performance & Excellence Grant  

This award is accessible for those performers who meet County, National and International level criteria. Awards offered include free access to City Council facilities and grants to fund personal equipment.  

Total number of individuals who have been supported with grant aid = 53

Coach & Instructor Award Grant  

This award, in partnership with the University of Cumbria, is available to individuals aged 16 years and above. This award supports leadership accreditation and specific coaching or instructing award courses.    

Total number of individuals who have been supported with grant aid = 49

Club Award Grant  

This award supports local sports clubs or physical activity groups to access funding for events or equipment. Clubs must fulfil criteria including being affiliated to Carlisle Sports Council and having suitable policies and procedures in place.    

 Total number of clubs who have been supported with grant aid = 15

In the past financial year the Sport & Recreation Section have accessed approximately £250k from external partners to assist in the delivery of Sport & Physical Activity programmes.  Partners include: CDRP, Riverside Housing, Sport England, MENCAP, Cumbria Sport Partnership, NACRO, Lord Tavernier’s, School Sport Partnership, Police, Primary Care Trust, Rugby Football League, England Basketball, Carlisle Leisure Ltd. Football Foundation, Forestry Commission, Impact Housing, Tennis Foundation, Carlisle United.    

Rural Issues

Longtown MUGA 

Plans are in place through funding support from the County Council (£3600) to repair and improve the MUGA at Longtown School.  Repairs will include replacing broken lights and covering with stone guards, reciting the current power source to avoid further vandalism and opening the site to a Open Access facility. Throughout the winter period lights will be on a timer which will hopefully deter vandals. Along with this, through partnership working with the police and local youth project, the Sport & Recreation will be establishing a weekly programme and will also include activities during the summer holidays.    

Brampton SAFE 

Developments are progressing to extend our SAFE Club initiative at William Howard School Brampton. A partnership approach including the Police, William Howard School, Brampton Youth Project and Brampton Tennis Club is being developed led through the Sport & Recreation Section.  £1500 has already been committed through the Anti Social Behaviour Initiative within Carlisle City Council and further funding opportunities are being explored. This will be our 4th SAFE Club programme in Carlisle District and the first in our rural locality.            

Tennis 

After the City Council’s achievement of being awarded Full Beacon Site Status in March the City Tennis Programme is, through the Sport and Recreation Section, progressing with developing Satellite sites throughout Carlisle and District in order to make Tennis more accessible. The City Council MUGA sites along with William Howard School are committed to being involved. This forms part of our Beacon Status requirements.

A new adults Tennis league has started at Bitts Park as part of our programme which encourages adult participation at all ability levels.

£500 has been awarded from the Tennis Foundation to hold a Family Tennis Event as part of National Family Week on 2nd June. The Sport & Recreation Team are working with the Community Support Team, Carlisle Leisure and Connexions to organise the event.     

Disability Sport

The Sport & Recreation Team have commenced Wheelchair Tennis and Wheelchair Basket ball initiatives following successful grant aid support. 

Easter Activities

The Sport & Recreation Sections Easter Activity Programme offered 330 places for children and young people aged 5 – 16 years across Carlisle & District.  Activities included Skiing, Boxing, Tennis, Athletics, Basketball, Squash, Trampolining and Rifle Shooting.

Accreditation & Leadership
The Sport & Recreation Section have trained 12 young leaders aged 14 to 18 years for a Tennis Leaders Course and they have all completed their 10 hours voluntary service on our City Tennis Programme.

A Walk Leaders Course has been completed with 20 participants attending form partner organisations including Barnardos, Local Community Groups, Green Spaces Team, Community Engagement Team and Mind.  
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
