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Summary:-

Introduction

1.1
A planning application submitted under the Town and Country Planning General Regulations by Norbrook Laboratories for the erection of stables, coach housing, hay store and exercise area has recently been approved under the Scheme of Delegation (application reference 04/1526).

1.2
The proposal includes the demolition of the existing shed and its replacement with a larger building. This will result in the requirement for a diversion alongside the boundary of the proposed shed. The footpath is shown on the appended plan.

The development cannot be implemented without the diversion of the footpath and an informative was added requiring that the Diversion Order is obtained prior to the commencement of the development.
