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Summary:-  

On 23rd November 2000, the Environment Committee of this Council approved a report from the Licensing Panel, authorising advertising on Hackney Carriage and Private Hire vehicles.  An application has now been made to advertise alcoholic drinks on the exterior of purpose built Hackney Carriages

BACKGROUND

1.  
On 10th October 2000, a report regarding advertising on Hackney and Private Hire vehicles was submitted by the Licensing Panel to the Environment Committee with recommendations.

On 23rd November 2000, the Environment Committee resolved:

Advertising on Hackney Carriages and Private Hire Vehicles

RESOLVED – That the following recommendations of the Licensing Panel of 10 October 2000 with regard to advertising on Hackney Carriages and Private Hire Vehicles be approved and current policy be amended to reflect the following:-

 (1) (a) all over advertising be permitted on purpose built Hackney Carriages and       

People Carriers and this be restricted to own company or commercial 


advertising;

      (b) advertising on saloon (white) Hackney Carriages and all Private Hire   


Vehicles be restricted to the rear doors only.

That the City Solicitor and Secretary be requested to prepare guidelines for 

the administration of applications for such advertising for submission to the 

Licensing Panel.

(3)
 That the City Solicitor and Secretary be granted delegated authority to 


determine such applications.

That any appeals received as a result of the above process be referred to the 

Licensing Panel for determination.

As a result of the decision at (2) above, guidelines were prepared and approved by the Licensing Panel on 6th February 2001.


Paragraph 3 of the Advertising Guidelines states:


ADVERTISING SURFACES

3.1
Exterior Advertising

3.1.1
Purpose built Hackney Carriages and People Carriers/Mini Buses

· full Livery i.e. the advertising material may cover the complete exterior body shell except for:

· the windows and any other glass areas

· the wheels

· the bumpers

ADVERTISING GUIDELINES (Appendix A)

ADVERTISING CONTENT SECTION 5 states:

Each proposal is considered on its own merits but the following advertisements will not be approved:

· those with political, ethnic, religious, sexual or controversial texts;

· those for escort agencies, gaming establishments or massage parlours;

· those displaying nude or semi nude figures;

· those which seek to involve the driver as an agent of the advertiser;

· those likely to offend public taste (including material depicting bodily functions and genitalia and the use of obscene or distasteful language)

· those which seek to advertise more than one company/service or product;

· those which detract from the integrity and/or identity of the vehicle.

APPLICATION

6.
Mr Gordon Clyde of Clyde Taxi Advertising is applying for approval to allow fully liveried adverts on approximately 5 purpose built Hackney vehicles in Carlisle.   The adverts promote alcoholic drinks on behalf of Global Brands. (See appendix B).

7. Global Brands have already placed 60 fully liveried adverts onto Hackney Carriages in other Cities including Edinburgh, Newcastle, Manchester, Clydebank, Bristol and Leicester.   A Licensing Panel in only one area has considered the application and refused it.

8. Mr Clyde intends to appear before the Panel to support his application.

CONSIDERATIONS

9. It is now over 4 years since the current advertising guidelines were approved.  Since that time attitudes and public opinion towards certain types of advertising may have changed.   This is the case in respect of advertising targeted towards young people which has received considerable media coverage.

The subject of advertising alcohol on Hackney/Private Hire vehicles is not currently covered in our Guidelines.

OPTIONS

1. To approve the application  to allow alcohol advertising on hackney Carriages.

2. To refuse the application
