and thieves.  Will the Council contact Google (UK) expressing concerns that the system could be abused, and should Carlisle ever be placed on Streetview, that 


residents will be well informed in advance, and able to access easily a system which allows their images to be removed?  Will the relevant Councillors also raise this as an agenda item at the next meeting of the local CDRP?”
