Flood Alleviation Scheme - DEFRA

“This Council is seriously concerned with the news that the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA) will be making cuts to its budgets by nearly £200 million over the next six months of which it is reported that £14.9 million will be cut from Flood Defence Programmes.

This Council urgently seeks a guarantee from DEFRA that the Flood Alleviation Schemes developed for Carlisle, following the devastating floods in January 2005, will not be affected by these financial cuts”.

Councillor Bainbridge seconded the Motion.

A copy of a letter from the Environment Agency dated 11 August 2006 with regards to funding for the Carlisle Flood Prevention Schemes was also circulated for Members’ information.

Councillor Boaden moved and Councillor Atkinson seconded an amendment to the Motion of Councillor Mitchelson by the addition of the following words at the end of paragraph two:


“This Council urgently seeks a guarantee from DEFRA that Flood Alleviation Schemes developed for Carlisle, following the devastating floods in January 2005, will not be affected by these financial cuts especially the option preferred following extensive consultation by the public in Denton Holme”.

Following some discussion and voting thereon the amendment of Councillor Boaden was NOT APPROVED.

Following further voting thereon the Motion of Councillor Mitchelson as set out above was AGREED.
