LOCAL DEVELOPMENT SCHEME 2008 – 2011 (Key Decision)

Portfolio - 
Environment &Infrastructure

Subject Matter - The Director of Development Services reported (DS.102/08) on the Local Development Scheme 2008-2011.  She outlined the priorities for planning policy work by Development Services planning Officers.  She explained to Members that the Local Development Scheme (LDS) is an integral component of the Local Development Framework, setting out a three-year programme of planning policy work and the utilisation of the Local Plans and Conservation team to ensure that the Council complied with its statutory planning policy requirements. The Director outlined the background to the Local Development Scheme (LDS) including; the development and monitoring of the LDS; the work to update the planning policies, enabling work to commence on the Core Strategy, considered by Central Government as a key priority for local authorities; and the production of the Supplementary Planning Documents

The Director then outlined the key changes to the Local Development Scheme in a number of areas including removal of the Local Plan and Wind Energy SPD as these had been adopted; the update of the Core Strategy timetable; the  re-schedule of the Statement of Community Involvement and the St Nicholas Area Action Plan; the timetable changes for the Kingmoor Park SPD,  Dalston Parish Design Statement and North Pennines AONB; the Highways Design SPD; the addition of a new SPD for Energy Efficiency; and an update of the evidence base.

The Portfolio Holder welcomed the report and recommended the matter to the Infrastructure Overview & Scrutiny Committee.
