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Raising the Bar

Which will be the Best Pub or Club Bar None in Carlisle, Penrith and Appleby 2009?

The accreditation and awards scheme focusing on safety and customer care is set to expand this year, looking to find the best pub, club or bar in Carlisle, Penrith and Appleby.

A photo opportunity has been arranged at the Turf Tavern, Newmarket Road, Carlisle, at 10.30am on the morning of Wednesday 11th February, where Carlisle City Council Licensing Manager Jim Messenger will present the Turf Tavern licensee Sarah Aldred with her application pack for this year’s entry to the Best Bar None Awards Scheme.

The aims of the scheme are:

· To reduce the incidents of crime and disorder associated with the consumption of alcohol

· To promote Carlisle, Penrith and Appleby as safe and professional environments in which to live, work, visit and socialise

· To identify and reward responsible licensed premises

· To share good practice with others in order to raise standards

Sport & Recreation
The opening of the synthetic pitch took place on 26th January 2009.   This new facility at the Sheepmount was funded by the City Council and Sport England.   The first match played was a hockey game organised by Carlisle Hockey Club, their men & ladies teams will be using the facility as their home pitch for all league games.

The Sport & Recreation team have assisted clubs involved in boxing, triathlon & basketball for example achieve £35,000 in funding from Sports for All Awards.

They are working with University students to prepare a hockey festival to be staged on the synthetic pitch at the end of March 09.   The students will also be helping staff set up a junior hockey club from the festival.

The safe club for young people raised £100 to help young disabled people in Spain.   The club is proving so popular that satellite sessions have been requested at Morton & Belah.

Sport & Recreation Team are also involved with local groups and other agencies to renovate the park in Dowbeck from 14-19th April.   This is a culmination of a year long project involving consultation with young people to ask them what they wanted.

Results of Operation Roman Candle in Dowbeck show that as a result of organised activities by Sport & Recreation Team in run up to Nov 5th, there were 2 fires reported in 2008 compared to 8 fires in 2007.   This work was organised in conjunction with partner agencies.

£6k of funding has been obtained from the Forestry Commission and the Physical Activity Forum to produce health walks for local people.   This will be linked to GP Surgeries and is to encourage more people to be active.

Allied to the walking project is a Care Pathways project which will map out routes for walking that will be displayed and promoted in the Fusehill Street surgery.

The Sport & Recreation team have assisted with a further 4 clubs to achieve club mark accreditation since Nov 2008 making a City wide total of 16.   The team are working with a further 15 to achieve this standard during 2009.

Sport & Recreation Team have secured £5k from CHA to deliver a social inclusion programme in priority wards resulting in all 3 sports cages the City has built benefitting from extra activity sessions organised through the sport & recreation team.

The Golf Foundation has asked the Council Sport & Recreation team to lead on increasing golf participation through a school based project.   Funding of £6.5k has been secured to deliver coaching in primary and secondary schools with 10 volunteers being selected to give additional help and 2 of those 10 going to Loughborough University to receive special coaching.
An open day will be arranged in the town centre as part of this scheme.

Sport England has given £30k over 3 years to develop the Sport Unltd Programme.   The Council will be a trailblazer authority for this scheme which focuses on out of school activities to increase participation including multi sport sessions and 3v3 football.

SPAA - 10 of 14 sessions have now been established in 4 rural areas and 6 urban areas, these involve family fun sessions, social inclusion all with a sporting theme.

Waste
Best in the District – A recent paper entitled Watch your Waste has ranked Carlisle the best of the six Districts when it comes to recycling % and minimising residual waste going to landfill. The data comes from Waste Data Flow and DEFRA so is reliable. Although we are 65th which puts us in the top National quartile our residual figure can still be better.

Encams – Through the North West Liveability Foundation we are acting as a pilot to utilise the new street cleanliness National Indicator NI 195 on a locality basis. The St Aidans Ward was chosen and has been assessed in detail by Encams using NI 195. From the results a detailed action plan has been drawn up.   
We are the only District doing this and I am advised that it is also a National Pilot. This puts us in a pioneering position and reinforces the City Council’s focus on Environmental and Community Issues.
Spring Clean – All Members have been invited to put forward areas they consider in need of a clean up as part of our Spring Clean initiative. These are currently being collated prior to being assessed and prioritised. Works will continue through March 2009.
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
