Subject Matter 

(With the consent of the Chairman and in accordance with Rule 15 of the Access to Information Procedure Rules, this item had been included on the Agenda as a key decision, although not in the Forward Plan).

The Director of Corporate Services submitted Report CORP.54/07 advising that the Council's Procurement Strategy had been revised to incorporate the requirements of the Government's efficiency, environmental, equality and diversity legislation and recent changes to European Procurement Legislation.

The Director outlined the contents of the draft Strategy which was attached to the Report.  The Draft Strategy had been revised to enhance and refresh the original version, and ensure that relevant legislative changes were included in the Council's Procurement activities so that they accurately reflect the emerging corporate priorities in the Shared Services Strategy.

Summary of options rejected – None

DECISION

That the draft Procurement Strategy be forwarded to the Corporate Resources Overview and Scrutiny Committee for comment and following Scrutiny, the Executive would consider the Strategy again at its meeting on 10 December 2007 prior to making a formal recommendation to Council.
