REFERENCE FROM THE COMMUNITY OVERVIEW AND SCRUTINY COMMITTEE - CARLISLE RENAISSANCE - NWDA PROGRAMME (Non-Key Decision)
Portfolio - Sustainable Communities

Subject Matter - A Minute Excerpt from the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee of 18 January 2007 on the Carlisle Renaissance - NWDA Programme was submitted.  The Committee had resolved:-

"1.  That the report be noted;

2. The Committee recommends that the Executive write to Carlisle Housing Association to express disappointment about their withdrawal from the Bringing Regeneration Home project."

The Chairman of the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee was present at the meeting and reported that since the Committee meeting, he had seen a copy of a letter the Sustainable Communities portfolio holder had sent to Carlisle Housing Association expressing disappointment about their withdrawal from the Bringing Regeneration Home project.

The Executive members echoed the Overview and Scrutiny Committee's disappointment with the withdrawal of CHA from the project, particularly as there was only one year left before the project ended.  They suggested that officers should liase with other Housing Associations regarding any assistance they could provide with the project.

Summary of options rejected - None

That the Executive shares the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee's concerns and disappointment about Carlisle Housing Association withdrawing from the Bringing Regeneration Home project and notes that the portfolio holder has written to Carlisle Housing Association regarding this matter.
