Summary:-  

The Scotch Arms is situated in Main Street, Brampton.   Dwelling houses are not only situated at the front of the premises but also at the rear with a number of commercial premises.   The premises have a Public Entertainment Licence terminating at 11pm from Monday to Thursday and midnight on Friday and Saturday nights.  Sundays remain standard hours.    The licensee now applies to vary the termination hour until 1am on Friday and Saturday evenings.

Recommendation:-

Members to reach a decision from the options outlined after hearing the submissions.

To the Chairman and Members of the Licensing & Regulatory Panel on 15th September 2004

1) The Scotch Arms is situated in Main Street, Brampton (Appendix A).  This is near the centre of the town and is a mixture of business and residential premises.  The applicant currently holds a Public Entertainment Licence terminating at 11pm during the week and midnight on Friday and Saturday.  He now makes application for a variation to the Public Entertainment Licence hours on Friday and Saturday evenings until 1am in respect of the premises (Appendix B).  

3)  Applicant:

4) A Public Entertainment Licence is in existence for the premises for the following hours:

· Sunday 1200 hours until 2230 hours

· Monday to Thursday (inclusive) 1000 hours until 2300 hours

· Friday and Saturday 1000 hours until midnight

5) The variation to the hours of operation requested are:

· Friday & Saturday 1000 hours until 0100 hours the following day

6) Schedule1 to the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the

     legislation for the licensing of public entertainment. Section 16 of the Schedule reads 

     as follows;

       (1) The holder of an entertainment licence may at any time apply to the appropriate

             authority for such variations of the terms, conditions or restrictions on or subject to 

             which the licence is held as may be specified in the application.

       (2) An authority to whom an application under sub-paragraph (1) above is made may:

(a) Make the variations specified in the application.

(b) Make such variations as they think fit including the imposition of terms, 

      conditions or restrictions other than those so specified ; or

(c) Refuse the application.

7) Planning Services have no observations to make. (Appendix C)

8) Environmental Services have been consulted and comment that noise created by patrons visiting premises of this nature late at night can cause disturbance to local residents.  Noise so generated usually falls outside the scope of normal abatement legislation.   It must be ensured that proceedings at the premises are effectively managed so as to undue disturbance is not caused to the occupiers of nearby premises  (Appendix D)

9) Cumbria Fire Service has been consulted and has no objections (Appendix E).

10) Cumbria Constabulary has been consulted and has no objections (Appendix F). 

11) This application has been advertised in the local newspaper and a mail drop has been carried out at known residencies in the area.  Three objections have been received (Appendix G1- G3).  The objectors have been invited to address the Panel personally, thereby giving the applicant the opportunity to question them regarding the nature of their opposition. 

12) Members are requested to consider the application, the objections raised and determine the outcome from the options available.

2. To grant a variation to the Public Entertainment Licence for the hours requested or such hours as the Panel determine
