Subject Matter - There was submitted a Minute Excerpt from the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee of 15 February 2007, on a research report by St Martin's College entitled Living in Fear: Health and Social Impacts of the Floods in Carlisle 2005.

The Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee had welcomed the report and referred it to the Executive and the Flood Resilience Forum.
