Post Office Card Account
"This Council is greatly concerned by the Department of Work and Pensions (DWP) decision to withdraw the Post Office Card Account, and as such will write to Jim Fitzpatrick MP, the responsible Minister, to express our concerns.

The Post Office counter services are vital to many communities both within the city boundaries and in the various rural settlements of this district.  The continued decline in support for Post Offices could seriously put at risk existing community shops as well as dissuading opportunities for villages without a local shop from establishing one.

In recognising the valuable service provided by Post Offices to communities, this Council welcomes the positive approach demonstrated by the Post Office to continue delivering services in the Yewdale area of the City, if alternative accommodation can be found following the closure of the original office.  We call upon the Executive to explore and evaluate the option to build an extension at Yewdale Community Centre to accommodate a new Post Office, therefore retaining this valuable community service in a location close to other shops and the original office location."

Flood Alarm
"The City Council calls upon the Executive to investigate the possibility of the Council putting in place audible alarms or sirens to alert residents in all City Council areas, both urban and rural which could be at risk of serious flooding.  This system would be activated when a flood is likely to occur".

“The Council notes the proposed changes to Carlisle District Local Planning in relation to Willowholme/Caldewgate and also notes the absence of plans for St. Nicholas.  The Council also notes the apparent silence of current Carlisle Renaissance proposals in relation to these important areas of the City.

In view of the potential of these areas for significant, appropriate and much needed regeneration and development, the Council calls upon the Executive to commission the production of Development Briefs for Willowholme, Caldewgate and St. Nicholas as a matter of urgency.”
