LOCAL PLAN ENQUIRY

C Pearson joined JMT to provide an overview of the Local Plan Enquiry and the Inspectors request for officers to meet with representatives of Save Our Streets to discuss issues raised and identify any common ground on the redevelopment of Rickergate.

He outlined the designation for the area within the current Local Plan and in the adopted revised plan for the City.  The Local Plan Enquiry is now considering the mix of uses for the area and CP outlined the aspirations for Rickergate, which are in line with the direction from the Development Framework and Movement Strategy and learning from Urban Design.

CP then outlined for JMT the Option 3 submitted by SOS and highlighted the key issues arising from their proposals.  He advised JMT that a meeting would be held on 25 July for officers and SOS representatives to discuss common ground.  The outcome of this meeting will be reported to the Planning Inspector.

JMT asked that their congratulations be passed on to Carolyn Curr on her recently awarded MBA.

Government Minister Visit to Cumbria – JMT were advised that during the Parliamentary recess there is likely to be a Government Minister visit to Cumbria.  It was proposed that an invitation be sent from the City Council for the Minister to include Carlisle in the visit to the County.

Carlisle Airport – The Leader gave an update following a meeting of the Airport Forum.  He advised that consultation meetings would take place with local residents and stakeholders as the plans progress.

Housing – The Regional Spatial Strategy is out for consultation.  The housing allocation for Carlisle is less than in previous years.  County Council Planning Officer advises the allocation cannot be changed.  Allocation for urban and rural housing needs clarified.  JMT felt that City Council should be lead on setting housing allocation for Carlisle District, how housing is funded and where it is built for the benefit of Carlisle.  M Mooney and a C Elliot to arrange meeting between Planners, Housing Officers and Portfolio Holders to discuss further.
