INTRODUCTION

1.1 As part of the Carlisle Renaissance programme a Development Framework & Movement Strategy was published in January 2007.

1.2 With regard to the Movement Strategy element the County Council has taken responsibility for taking forward key priorities from that document advising on such transport and movement schemes and their implementation.  The Carlisle Local Committee considered the Movement Strategy on 19th May 2007 and selected ten key schemes to be taken forward. A joint County / City Council Officer Working Group has been overseeing this work since that time.

1.3 Seven of these ten schemes have been the subject of study work funded by the County Council in 2007/8. These include a Car Parking Strategy, a Bus Improvement Strategy, Improved Pedestrian Links to the City Centre, and Cycle / Pedestrian Routes throughout the City. Overview and Scrutiny have already considered an interim draft of the Car Parking Strategy at a workshop event on 16th January 2008.

1.4 The final drafts of the above studies will be reported to Highways and Transport Working Group of the Local Committee on 15 May and presented to the Area Transport advisory Group at around the same time before being considered by the Carlisle Local Committee on 5 June 2008.

1.5 So as to enable Overview & Scrutiny to fully consider the integration of these studies with the Urban Design Guide and Public Realm Framework and other emerging Development Framework issues, it is proposed that the draft Studies be presented to Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny at their meeting of 19th June. 

1.6 The remaining three priority projects: South Western Inner Relief Route, Eastern Approaches Route and the Carlisle Transport Model are the subject of a bid for funding to the NWDA and will be reported to both County Council and Overview & Scrutiny as they progress during the remainder of 2008.

Recommendation

The Committee is requested to note the position of the  drawing up of Movement Strategy related studies, including a Car Parking Strategy, and agree that the final drafts of these studies are considered at their meeting of 19th June.
