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Summary:
An e - petition has been received requesting that the City Council reconsiders its proposal for the development of the Sands Centre. The petition has been signed by 117 people.

The petitioners assert that it would be more appropriate to use part of the money potentially earmarked for the sands re development to be used instead to purchase the Lonsdale Theatre, providing opportunity in the future for a centre for theatre and the arts in Carlisle. They suggest that any remaining capital could be used to improve the Sands Centre and Pools facility.

1. BACKGROUND
At its meeting 16.09.10 Executive considered reports associated with the redevelopment of the Sands Centre (42/09 and 47/09). The proposed development would include:

· A new eight-lane 25metre swimming pool, teaching pool and spectator seating 

· A new sports hall and extended gym area 

· Enhanced conference facilities 

· Offices, teaching space and sports injuries clinic for the University of Cumbria’s School of Sport 
At this meeting the Executive authorised Officers to commission further work including pursuing  a planning application and developing a detailed Business case. It was also recognised that the proposals would in part be linked to use of future capital receipts as a contribution to development costs.
