Subject Matter
Pursuant to Minute EX.176/09, the Head of Planning and Housing Services submitted report DS.85/09 concerning the Designing Out Crime Supplementary Planning Document.

He reminded Members that they had on 1 September 2009 considered Report DS.63/09 on the process undertaken in the production of the draft Supplementary Planning Document and including a summary of the main consultation responses received.  The Executive had approved the report and made it available to the Environment and Economy Overview and Scrutiny Panel for their consideration.

The Head of Planning and Housing Services added that the Environment and Economy Overview and Scrutiny Panel had resolved not to consider the report (EEOSP.19/09) and accordingly the final version of the Supplementary Planning Document was now submitted, with the recommendation that the document be recommended to the City Council for adoption as part of the Council's Local Development Framework.

The Environment and Infrastructure Portfolio Holder moved the recommendations as set out in report DS.85/09.
