STATEMENT OF LICENSING POLICY
Consideration was given to a report of the Director of Legal and Democratic Services (LDS.106/07) regarding a review of the Council’s Licensing Policy.  The report informed Members that one of the duties for Local Authorities under the Licensing Act 2003 was that each Licensing Authority should for each three year period consult and publish a statement of its Licensing Policy.  

The report informed Members that the Council’s first Statement of Licensing Policy was published on 7 January 2005 and the three yearly review was therefore required to be published by the 7 January 2008.  The report detailed the steps which had been taken in carrying out a review of the Statement of Licensing Policy and the responses to the various consultations. DESIGNATED PUBLIC PLACE ORDER – DENTON HOLME



AND CARLISLE CITY CENTRE

Consideration was given to a report of the Director of People, Policy and Performance and the Director of Legal and Democratic Services (PPP.100/07).  The report informed Members that the Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001 gave local authorities the power to designate public areas as being subject to a Designated Public Place Order, whereby it was an offence to drink alcohol after being required by a Police Officer not to do so.  These powers could be used in areas where alcohol related disorder or nuisance had been experienced.  A copy of the proposed Order and the procedure for making the Order were detailed in the report.

RESOLVED – (1) That pursuant to the powers in the Criminal Justice Act 2001 and relevant regulations, the Council make the Alcohol Consumption in Designated Public Places (Carlisle) Order (No 1) 2007 in the form appended to Report PPP.100/07 in Appendix 2, as it is satisfied that nuisance or annoyance to members of the public or a section of the public or disorder has been associated with the consumption of alcohol in the public places identified in the said Order; and

That the Director of Legal and Democratic Services be authorised to affix the Common Seal of the City Council to the said Order and thereafter carry out the appropriate confirmation procedures of advertisement of the Order and notification to the Secretary of State.
