PLANNING DOCUMENT

Mr Osman addressed the Council on behalf of the Save Our Streets Committee to put forward the case for involvement of the Rickergate community in all proposals for the re-development of Rickergate. He reminded Members that as part of the Local Plan Inquiry in August 2007 the Inspector had concluded that no further considerations for the regeneration in the Rickergate area should be made until a comprehensive development brief had been drawn up.  He advised the Council of the strength of community within the Rickergate area and on the results of a survey of households and businesses which demonstrated the commitment of Rickergate people to the neighbourhood.  He suggested that it was local people who understood the problems best and local people who had the genius to solve problems.  Sentiments which were also expressed in the Government’s White Paper Communities in Control Real Power Real People. 
Mr Osman added that the Council had also recognised the importance of involving the community in both the Sustainable Community Strategy and in the planning process in the statement of community involvement.   He added that whilst Save Our Streets had already held discussions with the Local Plans Section he wish to stress that the Rickergate community welcomed the Development Brief and stated that they wished to contribute extensively towards it.  He asked the Council to confirm its intentions to involve Save Our Streets by writing to them and involving the community of Rickergate in the production of a Development Brief.
The Leader of the City Council presented a Report which had been prepared by the Acting Director of Development Services on the subject of the petition. He informed Members that the representatives of Save Our Streets would have ample opportunity to be involved in the preparation of the Supplementary Planning Document for Rickergate and he gave an assurance that the organisation would have every opportunity to have their input.  Representatives of Save our Streets had already met Officers from the Planning Section and a meeting had been arranged between the Leader and Representatives of the Group.
