SPECIAL MEETING HELD 9 FEBRUARY 2005 AT 

MORTON COMMUNITY CENTRE.

This meeting had been called to look at the Draft Local Transport Plan – April 2006 to March 2012 and to feed back comments to Cumbria County Council who were responsible for producing the Local Transport Plan.

Members were joined by Dallas Brewis from Carlisle Cycling Campaign, Claire Unwin from Carlisle Access Group, Viv Dodd from Cumbria Chamber of Commerce and Councillor Bloxham, Portfolio Holder for Environment, Infrastructure and Transport.  Also present were Officers from the County Council who answered question.

It was agreed that this Local Transport Plan was not a wish list as the last one had been and that Members were concerned at the restricted level of funding available nationally to undertake highway works, Public Transport, Community Bus Schemes and traffic congestion were also discussed.

The committee thought that it was now time for some “joined –up thinking” between Planning Department and the Highway Authority regards the impact of development onto the road systems in Carlisle and District.

Over the next few months this committee will be looking into the Flood Defences Plans for the City.  As Councillors on this Council we should scrutinise any plans put forward and have the opportunity to comment on them.
