Summary:

Rule 15(1) of the Overview and Scrutiny Procedure Rules deals with the procedure in respect of those occasions where decisions taken by the Executive are urgent, and where the call-in procedure should not apply.  In such instances the Mayor must agree that the decision proposed is reasonable in the circumstances and should be treated as a matter of urgency.  A record of the decision and the Decision Notice needs to state that the decision is urgent and not subject to call-in.  Decisions which have been taken under the urgency provisions must be reported to the next available meeting of the Council, together with the reasons for urgency.  At the meeting of the Executive held on 28 January 2002 the Executive considered the following reports as part of the budget process EX.2/02 and EX.3/02.
