1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS

1.1
At earlier meetings the Executive have considered report numbers CTS 13/04 on 13 September, CTS 17/04 on 11 October and CTS 22/04 on 11 November regarding the issues and options to undertake improvements to back lanes.   The Council has now been advised that the County Council Local Committee for Carlisle has allocated £10,000 for improvements to adopted back lanes.   The Portfolio Holder has indicated that in principle the City Council would match any County funding.   Virement from existing budgets can be made to match this amount providing a total of £20,000.

1.2 Site inspections have been undertaken in conjunction with colleagues from the County.   These are to agree the priorities from those shown in the Priority 1 category and have identified the following works from the identified budget:-
