CITY VISION 


On 13 January the City Vision partners met at Tullie House. Officers gave the partners an update on the Local Government Review and the latest position of the LSP Joint Carlisle and Eden Community Strategy. 


The partners were also asked how they saw the future of City Vision: did they feel it should act as some form of LSP sub group; or would they like to see the partnership continue, and progress issues for the good of Carlisle, in addition to the LSP. There was overwhelming support for the latter option.


With this in mind, a presentation was made to the partners covering projects that could be progressed through the City Vision partnership. 


There was great enthusiasm amongst the partners for working towards Learning City status for Carlisle. There is no official Learning Cities accreditation process but the project would see partners developing a series of objectives and working towards them over a 1-2 year period before Carlisle declared itself a Learning City. 


It was stressed that no one partner would be able to progress such a major issue alone and the group were asked to consider appropriate objectives and how their organisations could contribute to the project. It was agreed that a further partnership meeting would be arranged for March the objectives will be discussed and partnership involvement confirmed.





REGIONAL GOVERNMENT


The Council is due to submit its latest response on Local Government Structures to the Boundary committee by Monday 23rd February 2004, which is stage three of the Boundary Committee’s consultations.





During Stage four the Boundary Committee will consider the draft recommendations in light of the stage three consultation and decide whether to refine or vary their proposals and the number of the options put forward.





The Boundary Committee will then decide which proposals to submit to the Deputy Prime Minister (no later than 25th May 2004); who will decide whether to accept, modify or reject their final recommendations. 





Local people will then be asked to vote on the options (with or without modifications) in a referendum to be held in October 2004. 





The Communications Unit organised Carlisle City Council’s high profile debate on the issue of an Elected Regional Assembly for the NorthWest and the future options for local government.  This event was held in the Crown and Mitre Hotel, Carlisle on Tuesday 17 February 2004.  The event was chaired by local broadcast personality Eric Robson and around 140 people attended.
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
