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Summary:   A petition has been received from residents of the Shaddongate area requesting the installation of CCTV to help deal with crime and disorder incident.  The petition is also supported by a letter from Councillor Aldersey the member for the area.

This report gives details of the petition together with comments from the Crime and Disorder CCTV Sub-Group who have assessed the request and reached the conclusion that the minimum threshold requirements for CCTV are not met and a CCTV installation cannot be justified in this location.
Recommendations:  (1) It is recommended that the Shaddongate residents are informed that CCTV at this location cannot be justified having considered all relevant factors.  (2) It is recommended that the residents concerns be directed to the Community Beat Officer for consideration.
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1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS

1.1 
A copy of a petition submitted by the Shaddongate Residents Association is attached together with a letter of support from Councillor Aldersey.  The residents are concerned about a recent increase in vandalism which has resulted in elderly residents being frightened to go out after dark and they are requesting the installation of CCTV near Dixons chimney.

1.2 Over recent years the majority of new CCTV cameras have been funded by the Home Office Crime Reduction Programme. This source of funding is however no longer available with the closure of the programme, it will therefore be necessary in future to identify new sources of funding for the provision, monitoring and maintenance of cameras.  To assist this process the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership has set up a CCTV Working Group to consider all aspects related to CCTV.

This group has set up a procedure for considering CCTV applications and this procedure has been used to assess this particular request.  A copy of the procedure is enclosed in the Appendix.  The formula allocates points to a number of criteria and those requests which receive 16 points or more are considered worthy of further consideration.  For this case the scores allocated are detailed below:-

Crime and Incident Analysis – Data from Police records is analysed to place each location in one of 4 categories based on the number of reported incidents.  This location is in the 2 quartile on average and therefore allocated 8 points.

Enhancement of Existing System – Assesses whether the proposed CCTV would enhance the existing system.  IN this case no enhancement would occur.

Extraneous Issues – Assesses what special factors there are and allocates up to 4 points.  Due to the petition 1 point is allocated.

Community/Third Party Involvement Funding - If external funding is provided then points can be allocated. In this case no external funding has been offered.

Neighbourhood Watch – Points are awarded for active schemes in this case 1 point was allocated for the existence of the Residents Association.

Third Party Data – Points are allocated in recognition of any costs residents have to meet to repair damage.  In this case residents have provided no details.

1.3 The total score achieved is only 10 and therefore does not meet the minimum threshold of 16 which would justify further consideration.  It is therefore suggested that the Residents Association be informed that their request for a CCTV system cannot be supported.  It is however proposed that the residents concerns should be directed to the Community Beat Officer to enable problems to be addressed under the Crime and Disorder Reduction Programme Problem Solving Initiative.

2. CONSULTATION

2.1 Consultation to Date – The Crime and Disorder Reduction Programme CCTV Sub Group have considered the residents request.

2.2 Consultation proposed – It is proposed that the Community Beat Officer be asked to discuss concerns with the Residents Association.

3. RECOMMENDATIONS

3.1
It is recommended that the Shaddongate residents are informed that CCTV at this location cannot be justified having considered all relevant factors.

3.2
It is recommended that the residents concerns be directed to the Community Beat Officer for consideration.

4. REASONS FOR RECOMMENDATIONS

4.1
The installation of a CCTV system costing up to £25,000 to install plus annual revenue costs of £6,000 cannot be justified taking into account the appropriate factors.  The Community Beat Officer should be able to consider the residents concerns and try to identify actions that improve the situation.

5. IMPLICATIONS

· Staffing/Resources – There are no immediate staffing implications.

· Financial – It is estimated that the installation of a CCTV camera is likely to cost £20,000.  Annual operating costs would then be required amounting to £6,000 annually.
