Tullie House ran Outreach programme of Roman themed sessions at various community centres during school holidays.

Presentation of final report of the Hadrian's Wall Major Study promised full support from both NWDA and One NorthEast, with Carlisle and Tullie House important part of any developments.

Presentation of Draft Development Brief for Tullie House was well attended by interested members and consultants looking for feed back for final report due at end of year.

City Council hosted a day of play and fun as part of National Playday on  4th. August and weather just held to ensure success.

Rural playschemes attracted over 2,500 youngsters to 27 different venues in rural area, the one I observed was very enthusiastically received.
