COUNCIL TAX 2002/2003

The Council gave consideration to the City Treasurer's Financial Memo 2001/02 No. 142 which had been circulated.

The City Treasurer reported that in accordance with the provisions of the Local Government Finance Act 1992 the City Council had calculated its tax base, the City Council, Cumbria County Council and the Cumbria Police Authority had calculated their budget requirements for 2002/03 and the County Council had issued a precept upon the City Council in the sum of £25,307,575 and had set its basic Council Tax as £795.96p.  The Cumbria Police Authority had issued a precept upon the City Council in the sum of £3,194,880 and set its basic Council Tax as £100.48p.

The City Treasurer further reported that the City Council was now required to calculate its own basic amount of Council Tax and the amount of tax in respect of different parishes and the urban area having regard to the incidents of special items (parish precepts) and as "billing authority" to set under Section 30 of the Act an overall amount of Council Tax, by reference to the aggregate of its own tax and that set by the Cumbria County Council and the Cumbria Police Authority.
