Subject Matter

The Assistant Director (Economic Development) submitted report ED.29/10 concerning the County Council's consultation document on the Third Local Transport Plan 2011 - 2026 previously considered by the Executive on 2 September 2010.  The report was referred to the Environment and Economy Overview and Scrutiny Panel on 9 September 2010 when discussions took place on the seventeen questions related to issues posed in the Plan.

He outlined for Members the comments and concerns raised at that meeting details of which were provided, to which might be added issues itemised in paragraph 1.3 of the previous Executive report (ED.22/10).

A copy of Minute Extract EEOSP.62/10 had been circulated.

The Assistant Director (Economic Development) invited Members to consider the feedback and issues set out in the report.  He added that since the Local Transport Plan was a material consideration in the Development Plan it was necessary to refer the answers to the Consultation Questions to full Council for approval as the response of the City Council to the Third Local Transport Plan consultation by the County Council. 

The Economic Development Portfolio Holder commended and thanked the Principal Local Plans Officer for what was a splendid report and also the Environment and Economy Overview and Scrutiny Panel for their work in considering the matter; and moved the recommendations.
