COUNCIL TAX 2005/06

The Council gave consideration to a report of the Head of Revenues and Benefits (RB.16/04) which had been circulated.  The Head of Revenues and Benefits reported that in accordance with the provisions of the Local Government Finance Act 1992 the City Council had calculated its tax base, the City Council, Cumbria County Council and the Cumbria Police Authority had calculated their budget requirements for 2005/06 and the County Council had issued a precept upon the City Council in the sum of £31,682,097 (thirty one million six hundred and eighty two thousand and ninety seven pounds) and had set its basic Council Tax as £971.16p

The Cumbria Police Authority had issued a precept upon the City Council in the sum of £5,070,580 (five million seventy thousand five hundred and eighty pounds) and set its basic Council Tax as £155.43. 

The Head of Revenues and Benefit further reported that the City Council was now required to calculate its basic amounts of Council Tax and the amount of tax in respect of different parishes and the urban area, having regard to incidence of special items (parish precepts) and as "billing authority" to set, under Section 30 of the Act, an overall amount of Council Tax by reference to the aggregate of its tax and that set by the Cumbria County Council and the Cumbria Police Authority.

Cursing Stone, Tullie House, Millennium Gallery
Pursuant to Procedure Rule 12 the Acting Town Clerk and Chief Executive reported the receipt of the following Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor Tootle;


"This Council considers removing the Cursing Stone from Tullie House and either destroys it, or places it outside the City boundary.


In view of events since the Millennium Project, there have been several disasters reaching biblical proportions such as the plague of Foot and Mouth, the Flooding, and many incidences of loss and damage.  Many groups and individuals warned the Council that the placing of a non-Christian artefact, based on an old curse on local families, would bring ill-luck to the City.


This has seen to be correct, and I therefore urge move that the Council supports this motion to remove the stone, the physical embodiment of the curse on families in the West March."
