This report is presented to give an update on the current position under the Licensing Act 2003.

Background

1.1 The Licensing Act 2003 took effect on 24th November 2005, from which date this Council administered all licences issued. 

1.2 We are now in a position where variations are down to about two per month, with transfers and changes of Designated Premises Supervisor becoming the more common application.  Temporary Event Notices (TEN’s) have continued to be popular with many villages/communities taking advantage of this ‘non bureaucratic’ method of holding an event.  Full licence holders have also been using TEN’s for one off events and a number of personal licence holders are specialising in running these events on behalf of organisations.

Current Issues

5.1 A number of licensed premises have either been sold on for another use or are currently standing empty due to lack of business. The majority of these premises continue to hold a premises licence which can be transferred to a new owner.  It is encouraging to note that we have received enquires regarding two licensed premises that have been empty for some time and also for an empty premises that is currently unlicensed.
5.2 Carlisle & Eden CDRP Best Bar None Scheme 2009 is reaching its final stage.  A total of 22 premises from Carlisle and 15 from Eden made application.  The assessments took place during March and April and the judging completed on 1st May.  The award ceremony will take place at Carlisle Racecourse on 19th May 2009.  It is pleasing to note that the majority of the premises who entered last year have increased their scores and new premises for this year are of a high standard.
