Subject Matter

The Director of Community Services reported (CS.43/08) on progress towards improving the environmental performance of Carlisle City Council.  The Director itemised for Members the various environmental awards which the Council had been successful in attaining over the last year and reminded Members that in order to address the environmental impact of the Council's transport related activities a Green Travel Plan had been produced.  The Director further added that the Council had been selected by the Energy Saving Trust to engage in a project to demonstrate leadership in addressing climate change.  He added that the project aimed to help the Council to develop a Carbon Action Plan to deliver a strategic approach to the sustainable use of energy.  He added that the work with both the Energy Saving Trust and the Carbon Trust would help to form the basis of a Climate Change Strategy for the City Council.

The Director then set out details with regard to the impact on business travel and fleet transport and energy used in buildings together with details of the carbon emissions arising from the City Council operation.  He added that overall the Council was improving its environmental performance and working towards the Gold Award for environmental management.
