1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS

1.1
At its meeting on 13th September 2004, the Executive considered report CTS 13/04 regarding repairs to adopted and unadopted back lanes.  At that meeting it was resolved that the views and potential for funding contributions from the County Council be sought.

1.2 Subsequently I wrote to the Chairman of the Carlisle Land Committee and the Portfolio Holder for Transport and copies of report CTS 13/04 distributed.  The Portfolio Holder, Councillor Bloxham and I met with County Councillor K Wilkinson on 14th September 2004 to outline the Council’s concerns about the condition of these lanes and also the part that these play in the local community.  Councillor Wilkinson took these issues on board and promised to consider these further.

1.3 The ATAG meeting considered a report on the issue at their meeting on 20th September where there was strong support for improvements to back lanes.  The issue was referred on to the Carlisle Local Committee, which meets on the 18th October 2004.

1.4 Until such time as there is a formal resolution from the County Council, hopefully at that meeting, no decision can be made on the level of contributory funding.
