There have been the following changes to the previously published Forward Plan for September to December 2003 in respect of items which were scheduled to be dealt with on 29 September 2003:-

(a) Home Improvement Agencies - This has been deferred to 27 October 2003 to enable the views of the Supporting People Core Strategy Development Group, which meets on 14 October 2003, on the future structure of Home Improvement Agencies in Cumbria to be considered.

(b) LSVT Phase 2 - This item had been included in the Forward Plan in case any outstanding issues needed to be determined by the Executive, no key decisions are needed.

(c) Best Value Review of Risk and Health and Safety Management – Due to long term sickness of key individuals and a priority being given to LSVT Phase 2, no progress had been made in compiling the Improvement Plan.  The matter is being included in the Forward Plan for decision in November 2003.

(d) Procurement Strategy – This item has been withdrawn pending substantial revision of the draft Strategy in light of new guidance from CIPFA on developing a procurement strategy.  The matter has been re-scheduled in the Forward Plan for decision in January 2004.

(e) Civic Centre Accommodation – The decision on this item is not a key decision as it will cost less than £30,000.

(f) NLPG/GIS Officers – This is to be considered by the Executive as a budget bid in October 2003.

(g) Licensing Policy – Government guidance on licensing policy and charges has not yet been issued.  The item has been re-scheduled in the Forward Plan for decision in October 2003.

(h) Housing Strategy – The observations of the Government Office North West have not yet been received.  The item has been re-scheduled in the Forward Plan for decision in October 2003.

(i) Local Public Service Agreements – This item has been withdrawn because the advice of Corporate Resources Overview and Scrutiny Committee, was that the County Council should lead on the particular Local Public Service Agreement (LPSA) identified and discussed at Overview and Scrutiny, rather than the Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) which was proposed by Officers.  In any event, the County Council has not agreed to the proposal for the LSP to lead on this LPSA and will not reconsider.  In view of the above there is no point in seeking approval from Executive to continue pursuing this issue.  The Officer will, however, write to the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister and Government Office North West raising the City Council’s concerns.

(j) Options for the enhancement of the Concessionary Fares Scheme – the Leader has advised that this item will be re-scheduled for decision on 27 October 2003 as more time is needed to explore the options.

Museum and Arts Service Management Options Arrangements – this item has been re-scheduled for decision on 27 October 2003 because the consultation process has not yet been completed.
