4. REGRADING APPEAL

Consideration was given to a Re-grading Appeal lodged on behalf of the Senior Clerical Assistant Post Holder ENV.020 against the decision of the Staffing Forum.  The Staffing Forum had supported the recommendation of the Head of Environmental Protection Services to reject an application for re-grading of the above post from its present grade of Scale 3/4 to a new grade of Scale 4/5 with effect from 10 July 2003 on the grounds of increased duties and responsibilities.  The Appeals Panel had been circulated with a copy of the application for re-grading, job description and family trees of the Environmental Services Division, a copy of a memo from the Head of Environmental Services setting out his comments on the application, papers from the Staffing Forum and a letter from the Trades Union.  The Trades Union also circulated at the meeting a further piece of supporting evidence.

The Appeals Panel having heard the submission made by the Appellant and the response thereto by the Head of Environmental Protection Services, the parties concerned withdrew from the meeting to enable the Panel to give detailed consideration to the matter.

RESOLVED – That the Appeal in respect of the Senior Clerical Assistant in the Environmental Protection Business Unit be rejected and the grade of the post remain at Scale 3/4.  The Panel rejected the Appeal on the basis that the post holder had not proven an increase in the level of her duties and responsibilities such as to justify a regrading.
