1) The premises are situated to the rear of 2 Lonsdale Street, Carlisle, with access in Crosby Street.  The surrounding area is a mixture of residential and business premises (Appendix A). Application is made for a Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the premises (Appendix B).

The hours of operation requested are:

· Monday to Saturday
1100 hours until 0200 hours the following day

· Sunday
1200 hours until 0030 hours the following day, other than where the Sunday falls before a day which is a Bank Holiday, when the terminal hour will be 0100 hours, other than Easter Sunday.

4) 
Schedule 1 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the legislation for the licensing of public entertainment.  Paragraph 2 (4) of the Schedule reads as follows:

“The appropriate authority may grant to any applicant, and from time to time renew, a licence for the use of any place specified in it for all or any part of the entertainment to which this paragraph applies on such terms and conditions and subject to such restrictions as may be so specified”.

5) Environmental Services have no objection but comment regarding noise outside of their jurisdiction, no undue disturbance to be caused to surrounding premises and sanitary provision (Appendix C)

6) Planning Services comment that an application has been received for a licensed bar and that the application is within the designated City Centre Shopping Area in the Carlisle District Local Plan (Appendix D)

7) 
Cumbria Fire Service has been consulted and have no objection at this stage, subject to the premises being completed in accordance with Building Regulations (Appendix E)

8) Cumbria Constabulary has been consulted and objects to the application.  They have concerns over public safety if access to the premises is via Crosby Street.  They suggest access be via the lane at the rear of the premises, complimented by the provision of additional lighting and CCTV (Appendix F)

9) A photograph showing the premises is attached (Appendix G)

10) Carlisle Access Group is concerned regarding accessibility to the first floor dance area.  A letter has been sent to the applicant outlining their concerns (Appendix H)

11) This application has been advertised by the applicant in the local newspaper and there have been no objections.  In addition the Licensing Office has notified two residents in the area who have particular concern regarding new entertainment premises.  The final date for objections from them is 25th May 2004. 

OPTIONS

1. To grant a Public Entertainment Licence in respect of the hours requested or to such hours as the Panel considers appropriate.  That the Licensing Manager is satisfied that the requirements of Cumbria Fire Service, Cumbria Constabulary and Environmental Protection Services are met and inspected.
