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Summary: 

At the meeting of the Executive held on 1 June 2009 consideration was given to the nominations of the City Council’s representative on outside bodies.  Under minute EX.126/09 the Executive requested that the Director of Legal and Democratic Services investigate whether the Carlisle Education Business Partnership and the Quality Street Competition still required City Council representation.
The Executive also requested the Director of Legal and Democratic Services to investigate the position with regard to representation on the Solway Firth Partnership and submit the details to a future meeting of the Executive.

Since the meeting on 1 June 2009 and in response to notification of the Executive decisions, correspondence has been received from Carlisle College regarding representation and from a Member nominated to serve on the Body.
Recommendations: 
1) That the Executive note that the Carlisle Education Business Partnership and the Quality Street Competition no longer require City Council representation.

2) The Executive is requested to make the appointment of a representative to serve as a Trustee on the Solway Firth Partnership Board.
3) That the Executive confirm the appointment of Councillor Collier to the Solway Coast AONB Joint Advisory Committee.
4) That the Executive appoint a representative to serve on the Carlisle Police Community Liaison Forum.

5) That the Executive note that Carlisle College no longer require City Council representation.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS

1.1 At its meeting on 1 June 2009 the Executive requested the Director of Legal and Democratic Services to investigate whether the Carlisle Education Business Partnership and the Quality Street Competition still required City Council representation.

The Executive also requested the Director of Legal and Democratic Services investigate the position with regard to representation on the Solway Firth Partnership and submit the details to a future meeting of the Executive.

1.2
The Cumbria Chamber of Commerce has now confirmed that the Carlisle Education 
Partnership no longer meet and so there is therefore no longer a requirement for 
representation by the City Council.

1.3
With regard to the Quality Street Competition, officers have tried unsuccessfully to contact the Secretary of the Competition and as an alternative have consulted with Councillors who have served as City Council representatives on the Quality Street Competition together with relevant officers.  It has not been possible to get a definite answer on the continuing existence of the Quality Street Competition but the feeling is that the Competition is at best in abeyance and City Council representation is therefore no longer required.
1.4
With regard to the Solway Firth Partnership and relationship between the Partnership and the Solway Coast AONB Joint Advisory Committee the Planning Section have confirmed that the Solway Firth Partnership changed its constitution in 2007 and as a result of that change the City Council were invited to nominate a representative to serve as a Trustee on the Partnership Board to oversee the financial transactions of the Solway Firth Partnership.  The Environment and Infrastructure Portfolio Holder was at that time unable to take up the role and Councillor Mrs Parsons, as Chairman of the Development Control Committee, was nominated and has attended as a Trustee on the Partnership since 14 July 2007.  A City Council representation is therefore still required on the Solway Firth Partnership Board.
City Council representation is also still required on the Solway Coast AONB Joint Advisory Committee which is a separate organisation from the Solway Firth Partnership

1.5
At its meeting on 1 June the Executive agreed that the City Council representation on the Police Liaison Forum should be Councillor Morton.  Councillor Morton did not wish to take up the post.  The Executive are therefore asked to consider the nomination of different representation to serve on the Carlisle Police Community Liaison Forum.
1.6
At its meeting on 1 June the Executive agreed that the City Council representation to Carlisle College should be Councillor Knapton.  Carlisle College have been informed of the Executive’s decision and on 3 July notification was received that the Corporation of Carlisle College had now amended the terms of reference of its Corporation board.  As a result of the change the Corporate no longer required a governor nomination from the City Council.
