Carbon Reduction Programme

In line with our participation in the Carbon Trust Local Authority Programme, a package of capital projects has been submitted for consideration in the budget for 2009/10 that will help deliver energy efficiencies in City Council buildings.  Projects include new boiler controls, heat recovery units, a thermal imaging survey and targeted insulation amongst others.  We have received £16,500 from the Cumbria Waste Management Environment Trust to help deliver high priority energy efficiency measures across six Community Centres. 

Waste Management
Carlisle City Council’s Waste Services was recently shortlisted among the finalists in the Association for Public Service Excellence (APSE) ‘2007/08 Performance Network awards’ in the category of Best performer for refuse collection. The event showcases some of the very best in public services, a celebration of achievement and excellence across the UK, announcing the best and most improved performers across front line services from among the 300 councils that take part.

The award recognises the performance of our service when measured against a wide variety of performance indicators such as % household waste recycled, cost of the service per household and the number of households collected per collection vehicle.  Whilst the service didn’t win, being one of the six finalists shows that our service is held in high regard by our peers across the rest of the country.  

Performance information drawn together by Wastedataflow from 47 local authorities in the North West, places Carlisle as the best performing household waste collection service (both refuse and recycling), with a 48% household recycling rate for 2007/2008. All UK figures audited by the Audit Commission also place Carlisle 24 out of all UK 398 local authorities. The figures are the result of City Council’s new waste collection scheme that included the expansion of kerbside recycling to thousands of householders last spring. The staggering 48.74% compares to 34.51% in 2006/2007.

The amount of household waste that ends up in landfill has also halved the amount land filled by the city in 2002. Five years ago, the City Council land filled 37,500 tonnes of rubbish from Carlisle households. That figure has been cut by 14,000 tonnes as a result of residents supporting Carlisle’s ‘recycling revolution’
