Subject Matter

The Director of Development Services submitted Report DS.83/06 indicating that the Local Development Framework introduced by the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 requires a Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) to be produced by each Local Planning Authority.  The SCI document sets out how the Planning Department will involve communities and stakeholders in the production of policy and decisions on major planning applications.

The SCI supports all documents prepared under the new Local Development Framework and sets out who, how and when communities and stakeholders will be involved in policy production and major planning application decisions.  The management and resourcing of any consultation within the SCI document is also included. 

This stage of the process is defined in PPS12 as the pre-submission draft.  The draft Statement of Community Involvement and the Statement of Consultation on the SCI was submitted.

The draft Statement required the formal approval of the City Council prior to a formal consultation process being undertaken.

The feedback from the consultation would be presented to the Infrastructure Overview and Scrutiny Committee prior to a further document being submitted to the Executive for approval.

Summary of options rejected

Reasons for Decision

In order to fulfil the statutory requirements of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, the City Council is required to consult on a draft version towards adoption of the Statement of Community Involvement.
