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1. Introduction

This report and action plan results from the meeting of  2nd October 2004  where it was agreed that an action plan be devised in relation to Crime and Disorder Performance Indicators. 

This provides details of partnership activity both ongoing and planned. Estimates have been made based on available figures to date for 2003-2004.
The updated action plan is attached as appendix 1.

2.  Definition of Indicators

The four indicators relating to Crime and Disorder are as follows: -

BV126 Domestic Burglaries– Domestic burglaries per 1,000 households

BV127 Violent Crime - Violent crimes per 1,000 population, broken down to show: -

a. violent offences committed by a stranger per1,00 population

b. violent offences committed in a public place per 1,000 population

c. violent offences committed in connection with licensed premises per 1,000 population

d. violent offences committed under the influence per 1,000 population

N.B. these breakdowns are a new introduction for the current year so no comparative data is available for them.

LP134 Public Disorder– Number of public disorder incidents per 1,000 population

CV4 Recorded Crimes– Number of recorded crimes per 1,000 population

3. Funding Implications

As with the previous plan it is expected that there will be no additional funding implications at this stage. All elements of the action plan will be funded through existing or anticipated partnership funding.  This funding comes from the two local authorities, the Police and Building Safer Communities Home Office funding stream delivered through Government Office for the North West. In addition to this a separate stream has been announced for Basic Command Units. This will be managed by the Police Area Superintendent for North Cumbria but must have the approval of the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership.

4. Significant changes since last report

These changes are based upon the quarterly performance reports for the first and second quarters of this financial year. Whether a target will be “on” or “off” is based upon best estimates for the year-end.
