1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS

The Local Government Act 2000 requires local authorities to publish a Sustainable Community Strategy. Carlisle City Council first approved “A Community Plan for Carlisle 2007” at its meeting on 01 May 2007 in accordance with its responsibility under The Local Government Act 2000 requiring authorities to prepare a Sustainable Community Strategy or Plan for their area. This plan was refreshed in April 2008, adopted by Full Council on 29 April 2008 and to the Carlisle Partnership Executive at its meeting on 12 May and published at the Partnership Annual General Meeting 25 June 2008.

The changes in the Countywide Strategic Partnership and new proposals for collaboration on a single Community Plan for Cumbria are important developments. This new proposal (Leading Cumbria Together in Partnership 28 October 2009) provides an option for the Local Strategic Partnership to dovetail its planning with the Countywide Strategic Partnership. It is important that the Local Strategic Partnership has a separate plan around which it can rally its delivery groups. 
2. RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the Executive:

3. REASONS FOR RECOMMENDATIONS
