Subject Matter

The Director of Development Services reported (DS.62/08) on the terms for an agreed 9 month option to purchase a site.  The Director also provided details of the proposed submission of a bid to Communities and Local Government for funding to cover the purchase and works to the site.

Summary of options rejected

DECISION

1.
That approval be given for the agreed terms for the 9 month option (finishing on 31 December 2008), to purchase the site as identified in the Director's Report and that the Director of Legal and Democratic Services be instructed to complete the signed agreement.

2. 
That the Executive approve the submission of a bid to the Regional Assembly and Department of Communities and Local Government by the 31 July 2008 for funding to purchase the site and carry out the required works to set up a site for the Gypsy and Traveller community.

3. 
Approve the implementation of the proposals should the bid be successful.

4. 
Note that funding allocated within the housing budget had been set aside to pay for the £5,000 deposit of the Option Agreement as well as for the Consultant and other fees.  This funding is subject to a carry forward request currently in the system.

5.
It be agreed that scheme drawings and other preparatory work on the bid be funded through the Housing Strategy Capital Programme.

6. 
That the City Council be requested to agree to the release of allocated funding of £100,000 for housing provision to enable preparatory work to be undertaken.

7. That the Director of Development Services inform and consult local communities and organisations on details of the proposal at the earliest opportunity following the signing of the Options Agreement.

Reasons for Decision

To enable the 9 month option to purchase the site to be completed on the bid for funding to be submitted to the Regional Assembly and the Department of Communities and Local Government.  If the bid is successful it would also enable the implementation of the proposals to set up a site for the gypsy and traveller community.
