Subject Matter - There was submitted a Minute excerpt from the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 11 October 2007 (COS.117/07) regarding their monitoring of the Rural Policy.

The Vice Chairman of the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee attended the meeting and commented that the Committee would be the monitoring and review body for ensuring the effectiveness of the Parish Charter and asked the Executive to ensure that the relevant Scrutiny Committee be consulted on the new Hadrian's Wall Management Plan.

The Economic Development and Enterprise portfolio holder welcomed the Overview and Scrutiny Committee's role in  monitoring and reviewing the Parish Charter.

Executive Members would welcome scrutiny involvement with the Hadrian's Wall Management Plan and suggested that the relevant Parish Councils could be involved as they could identify any problems.  The Community Engagement Portfolio holder advised that the Plan was being updated by the Hadrian's Wall World Heritage Site Management Plan Committee and that he had invited a representative to give a presentation to all Members of the Council in the New Year.
