Visit Britain Quality Assured Visitor Attraction Scheme

Tullie House has been awarded accreditation to the Visit Britain Quality Assured Visitor attraction scheme for the ninth year in a row. The VAQAS scheme started in 2001 and Tullie House has again met the quality requirements. We continue to build a strong relationship with the British Museum

A marble bust of the emperor Hadrian discovered at his villa at Tivoli outside Rome in 1721 and now a treasure of the British Museum has been loaned to Tullie House to help celebrate the 13th pilgrimage to Hadrian’s Wall. 

And work towards co-operating with other organisations to co-ordinate Carlisle as a ‘Gateway’ destination to Hadrian’s Wall.

The Roman Gateway will be a new 400sq m gallery and will include the use of cutting-edge interactive technology to recreate life in Roman Carlisle and along the Wall. The gallery will illustrate the story of western end of the Roman Frontier in North Britain- a dynamic story as the frontier changes, evolves and adapts over 400 years. The new gallery will be in the Millennium Gallery at Tullie House.

Friends of Tullie House have enabled the Museum to purchase an attractive mid-twentieth century painting of Chatsworth Square, Carlisle by the artist Paul Greville Hudson, who worked in the studios at Metal Box.

The Friends gave over £10,000 towards various conservation, acquisition and education projects at Tullie House during the past twelve months.

Tullie House has also purchased with assistance from the Friends of Tullie House; a superb large early watercolour view of the city has been fully conserved and will shortly be going on display in the main museum displays. It shows Carlisle from the north east between 1778 and 1800 by an unknown artist. The artist obviously knew Carlisle well to paint it in such detail. The Cathedral dominates the skyline, with the Castle visible on the right. The city walls are still intact and there are two bridges across the River Eden. A group of labourers working on the Military Road, connecting Carlisle to Newcastle, can be seen in the foreground.
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
