Housing Supply

“The Council notes the ongoing review of property and land owned by the Council.

In noting the difficulties caused for people by inadequate supply of housing the Council calls upon the Executive to ensure that land is identified for the development of new build social housing schemes and to ensure that more significant levels of affordable housing are achieved in development schemes.

The Council requests the Executive to enter into discussion with, social housing landlords, developers and others to ensure that the Council takes proper responsibility for discharging its strategic role in respect of housing supply.

This should involve, where necessary, the Council in discharging its responsibility for the improvement of the economic, social and environmental wellbeing of the area giving consideration to making land available at less than the market value.”
