REVIEW OF PARISHES - SOLPORT AND STAPLETON (Non-Key Decision)

Portfolio – Learning and Development

Subject Matter - The Director of Legal and Democratic Services submitted Report LDS.18/07outlining a request which had been received from Solport and Stapleton Parishes that they be grouped under a common Parish Council.  The report explained the process involved in grouping parishes and recommended that the Parishes should be grouped.  The grouping of Parishes is a function reserved to the City Council.

In response to a Member's question, the Electoral Services Officer advised that the proposed review had been discussed at public Parish meetings as well as at Parish Council meetings.

Summary of options rejected - None

DECISION

That the Executive note that it is to be recommended to the City Council that an Order is made under Section 11 of the Local Government Act 1972 to group the Parishes of Solport and Stapleton under a common parish council named "Solport and Stapleton Parish Council" with a view to the first elections to the new Council being held on 3 May 2007.

Reasons for Decision - To respond to a request from Solport and Stapleton Parishes to group them under a common Parish Council.
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
