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Summary:-  

Jubel Khondokar is a licensed Hackney Carriage Driver with this Council. He has informed the Council of a recent motoring conviction for speeding in his taxi whilst carrying a fare paying passenger.

Recommendation:- 

To reach a decision from the options available, after hearing the evidence and any response from Mr Khondokar, in accordance with Section 61 (1) (b) of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976.

LICENSING HISTORY

Mr Khondokar  has been licensed as either a Private Hire or Hackney Carriage driver with this Council since January 2007. He currently holds only a Hackney Carriage drivers licence.  

At the time of initial licensing he declared the following motoring convictions.

Mr Khondokar was granted his first licence, a Private Hire driver’s licence on the 17th January 2007.  The licence was granted with a warning letter from the Licensing Manager informing him that if there were any further offences it may be necessary for him to appear before the Regulatory Panel.  .(Appendix 1)

RECENT CONVICTION

The circumstances of the recently declared conviction for speeding which occurred on the 17th March 2008 (Appendix 2) are :-  

On the 17th March 2008 Mr Khondokar was conveying a fare paying passenger to Manchester Airport.  Whilst proceeding south along the A1(M) towards the airport he was stopped by a police patrol and was issued with a Notice of Intended Prosecution for exceeding the speed limit . The police had recorded his vehicle speed at 90mph.  The offence was dealt with by Harrogate Magistrates Court on 18th June 2008 when Mr Khondokar  was fined £60 and 3 penalty points were recorded on his driving licence.  

The Licensing Office was kept fully informed by Mr Khondokar from initially receiving the Notice of Intended Prosecution until the matter was dealt with by the Magistrates Court.

He has stated that at the time of the incident he had been placed under pressure by the passenger who was concerned about missing his flight.  Mr Khondokar wishes to apologise for the incident.

LEGISLATION

Section 61 (1) of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, states that 

a District Council may suspend or revoke a Hackney Carriage  Drivers Licence on a number of grounds.

Section 61 (1)(b) gives the ground of  ‘for any other reasonable cause’  (Appendix 3)

OPTIONS

It is recommended that after hearing the evidence and any representations from Mr Khondokar, members reach a decision in line with the options available.

1 To take no further action.

2 To issue him with a letter of warning

3 To suspend his Hackney Carriage drivers licence for a period of time.

4 To revoke his Hackney Carriage  drivers licence

5 As well as or instead of the above, to require him to sit and pass a Driving Standards Agency Taxi Driving Test
