Subject Matter

Councillor Mitchelson declared a personal and prejudicial interest under the City Council's Code of Conduct in the following item of business, and left the meeting and took no part in the discussion thereon.  He indicated that his interest was in respect of his business.

Pursuant to Minute EX.126/08 the Director of Community Services reported (CS.38/08) on the preparation of the annual Food Service Plan report.  He reminded Members that the draft Plan had been considered by Executive on 29th May 2008 and referred to the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee.  The Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee had not discussed the report.  The Director reminded Members that the Food Standards Agency required each Local Authority to produce an annual Food Service Plan in accordance with the guidelines set out in the Agency’s Framework agreement on Local Authority Food Law Enforcement.  He outlined the elements contained within the Framework document.  He further explained that every local authority food law enforcement service was audited by the Food Standards Agency.
