I have asked staff to review the current provision of Public Conveniences and will be reporting back to Executive on this later in the year.

TULLIE HOUSE TRUST
An internal project team has been established to progress this proposal, with one of the initial actions being to recruit a Chair of the Shadow Board.

BEREAVEMENT SERVICES
As Portfolio Holder for this function it has become clear to me the high quality service we provide and how it is appreciated.  We do need to continue to respond to the needs of all our community and I have asked staff to explore the option of making our service accessible for 6 days per week.
