REGRADING APPEAL
Consideration was given to a re‑grading appeal lodged by a Supervisor at Carlisle Works (post WSO/169) against the decision of the Director of Environment and Development to reject an application for re‑grading of the post from the present Scale 5 to a new grade of Scale 6 on the grounds of increased duties and responsibilities, and variation in grading.

The Appeals Panel had been circulated with a copy of the application for re‑grading submitted by the Appellant and the response from the Director of Environment and Development. 

The Appeals Panel having heard the submission made by the Appellant and his representative, and the response thereto by the Director of Environment and Development, the parties concerned withdrew from the meeting room to enable the Panel to give detailed consideration to the matter.

RESOLVED – (1) That, having given detailed consideration to all the evidence presented and whilst recognising the valuable work undertaken by the Appellant, that work was considered to be commensurate with the current grade (Scale 5) of the post of Supervisor – Carlisle Works.    The decision of the Director of Environment and Development was therefore upheld and the Appeal rejected.
