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Summary: There is limited enforcement activity to address fly-tipping.  Whilst there are relatively low numbers of fly-tipping incidents, fly-tipping tends to occur at focused ‘hot spots’ in the District.
Questions for / input required from Scrutiny: 
Recommendations: To focus attention on fly-tipping with a broader range of enforcement tools to deter fly-tipping behaviour through education and enforcement.

ENFORCEMENT IMPROVEMENT ACTION PLAN
Current environmental enforcement centres round the issue of fixed penalty notices for littering and dog fouling and around 100 notices are issued per annum.  If an FPN is unpaid, a case is taken forward for prosecution.

Other areas of enforcement such as domestic waste presentation offences and fly tipping offences are less effective.  This is due to a range of issues such as lack of experience in Environmental Protection Act, Fly Tipping Enforcement and limited use of the broad range of enforcement tools now available.  There is limited access to effective detection tools for fly tipping offences such as Mobile CCTV, which tends to be reserved for non- environmental crime.

It is proposed to bring forward a short review of the use of resources in the Clean Neighbourhood Team to enable better use of these resources.  The actions proposed are short, medium and long term.
