Subject Matter

Pursuant to Minute COSP.40/09, consideration was given to a reference from the Community Overview and Scrutiny Panel on 1 December 2009 concerning proposals to develop replacement accommodation for homeless women and families at the London Road Hostel.

The Panel had resolved:

"1)
That a workshop on the replacement homelessness accommodation, including the funding, the timescales for the consultation and the proposal and the preferred sites be organised for February 2010.

2)
That the Panel welcomed the proposed accommodation and urged the Executive to progress the development as quickly as possible."

Copies of the Minute Extract, Report DS.97/09, and Minute Extract EX.220/09 had been circulated.

The Chairman of the Community Overview and Scrutiny Panel reported that a workshop had now been arranged for 3 February 2010 to which Members, Officers and service users would be invited.

The Health and Community Development Portfolio Holder thanked the Chairman and looked forward to receiving an invitation to the workshop session.

The Leader confirmed that the project was included in the 2010 budget proposals.
