Summary:-  

The Basement, 10-14 Lowther Street, Carlisle have the benefit of a provisional Public Entertainment Licence.   This was granted by the Licensing & Regulatory Panel on 28th May 2003, along with a number of conditions.  The applicant has applied to vary one of these conditions.

To the Chairman and Members of the Licensing & Regulatory Panel on 25th February 2004

1) The Basement is situated at 10/14 Lowther Street, Carlisle in below ground floor, cellar like premises (Appendix A).  This is just off the city centre and is primarily a business area.  On 28th May 2003 an application for a provisional Public Entertainment licence was granted by this Panel, subject to a number of conditions (Appendix B).  The applicant, through his Solicitors (Appendix C), makes application for a variation to Condition (e), which refers to the installation of an electronic counting system.

3) A provisional Public Entertainment Licence, with conditions, was granted on 28th May 2003 for the following hours:

· Monday to Saturday 1100 hours until 0200 hours the following day

· Sunday 1200 hours to 0030 hours the following day, other than where the Sunday falls before a day which is a Bank Holiday when the terminal hour will be 2am, other than Easter Sunday.

4) The application is to vary condition (e), which states

· The installation and use at all times of an electronic counting system to monitor the number of people on the premises (including staff).  The electronic counting system must cover both the Lowther Street and the Crosby Street entrances.

5) Schedule1 to the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 is the

     legislation for the licensing of public entertainment. Section 16 of the Schedule reads 

     as follows;

       (1) The holder of an entertainment licence may at any time apply to the appropriate

             authority for such variations of the terms, conditions or restrictions on or subject to 

             which the licence is held as may be specified in the application.

       (2) An authority to whom an application under sub-paragraph (1) above is made may:

(a) Make the variations specified in the application.

(b) Make such variations as they think fit including the imposition of terms, 

      conditions or restrictions other than those so specified ; or

(c) Refuse the application.

5) Cumbria Constabulary have no objections to the variation (Appendix D)

OPTIONS

1. To refuse the application

2. To grant a variation to the Public Entertainment Licence in the terms suggested below or such wording as the Panel deem appropriate:

· To follow existing condition (c):

The rear access located in Crosby Street will be used for the admission of customers with disabilities and emergency use only. The licensee will provide a bound register at the rear entrance to record all admissions, these will be relayed to the front main entrance in Lowther Street to ensure maximum occupancy numbers are not exceeded.

· Amend existing condition (e) to read:

The installation and use at all times of an electronic counting system at the Lowther Street entrance, to monitor the number of people on the premises (including staff).
